® Preparing and submitting reports on each competition activity and providing
reports on the team’s progress as required;



® Maintaining the discipline and behaviour of the team at all times in accordance
with the requirements of WSWA when they are representing Western Australia at
all events;

e Regular communication with all squad and team members;

e Assisting in development of coaching programs for State Junior and State
Development squads;

The position of Head Coach for the Perth Wheelcats is voluntary, however all costs
associated with interstate travel to relevant competitions is fully covered. The
successful candidate will also be provided with a petrol card to cover costs of
travelling to training and competitions.
